I have the honour of submitting the Report of the Chief Electoral Officer pursuant
to Sect_ion 119 of the Election Act, R.S.P.E.I. 1988, Cap. E-1.

The Writ of Election was issued on March 1, 1993 with Polling Day set for March
29, 1993,

The Charter of Rights has affected many Provincial Statutes and the Election Act is
no exemption. There are many sections of the Election Act affected by the Charter
of Rights and I would recommend a review of the Election Act in order to bring this
in line with the Charter.
